I am writing to you in relation to My access to computers in the law library.

In order to assist my legal counsel in the preparation of my case, | need to use
the computers at least 16 hours per week.

With the limited law library hours and extended library hours in the last several
weeks, | have been able to use a computer only one hour and 15 minutes.

Office 97 and NT software dating back to 1995 wili not read many newer
files. | cannot access 80% of my files.

Competition for the computers means no one gets to use them effectively
The law library has only two computers and only one can read CD disks.
This vintage equipment was being removed from our offices five years ago
and was not even worth reselling. The cost to put in additional equipment
would not be significant.

Overall hours available — even if | were to have access to a computer
Mondays 10 to 11, Tuesdays 6 to 8 and Thursdays 6 to 8 this would only
give me access for five hours per week

internet Access —~ My case invoives a number of issues relating to public
companies and public source documents. In order for me to effectively
heip my legal counsel, | need access to the internet.



7) Afew weeks ago, | had my legal counsel at Chadbourne Parke send some
additional disks for me to use on the computers. These disks which
contain files that | urgently need to work on are still not available in the law
library.

I do not know if CCA/CTF has the resources needed for inmates to obtain the
access they need to computers and other law library resources. | have not been
convicted and anticipated that | would b treated differently than those who have
been convicted and are being “punished”.

Please let me know if any arrangements can be made for additional and higher

quality access to computer resources. Also, please let me know the answer to
my prior note to you several weeks ago.
